Important information

The minimum GPA needed to receive the MPA degree is 3.0.

12 courses/36 credit hours are required for the MPA degree.

Students may take as few as one course per semester or as many as four courses a semester.

PUAD 6972 is a “special topics” course and the topic varies across semesters. Students may take more than one course
numbered PUAD 6972 for credit so long as the topic is different.

The Certificate in Data Analysis and Policy Evaluation requires four courses. PUAD 6060, PUAD 6080, PUAD 6540,
and PUAD 6260 can be taken. A minimum grade of a B must be earned in each course to receive the certificate.

The Certificate in State and Local Administration requires four courses. PUAD 6040, PUAD 6130, PUAD 6160,
PUAD 6310, and PUAD 6720 can be taken. Students must earn a minimum grade of a B in each course to receive the
certificate.
