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Certificate in Nonprofit Administration

curriculum enables students to develop skills in key areas such as administration, grant writing, project
management, leadership, and navigating relationships with state and local governments. Four courses are
required for the completion of the certificate. This online certificate program is open to individuals who have
completed a bachelor’s degree, including those currently enrolled in the AUM Master of Public Administration

program.
